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PREFACE

The first edition of “A Disciple’s Prayer Book” was
published in 2002 when the Rev. John E. Robertson

was The Episcopal Church’s missioner for Indigenous
Ministries. The Gospel-based discipleship practice of
Bible study and reflection had already been in place in
many Indigenous circles by that time, and this resource
provided a convenient and effective means of engaging
in that spiritual discipline. Since then it has been used
in a wide variety of contexts by Indigenous and non-
Indigenous people.

“A Disciple’s Prayer Book,” along with a Bible or
scripture passage, provides an excellent way of
encountering Christ within the sacred circle of the
Gospel and with one another. It demonstrates that
God’s word is not just a collection of words that
were written down many centuries ago; rather, God’s
word is alive and at work within God’s people and the
community of faith. This resource can be used on its
own or within the context of a more extensive liturgy.

As it says in the first edition,“This ‘Disciple’s Prayer
Book’ is a gift to the church from native Episcopalians
to be used on our journey together toward becoming
a church of disciples in mission to all of God’s creation.
Use it in peace with all that God presents you.”
